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Your key person will: 
• Help your child become familiar with the setting, so that your child feels safe and confident (when new to the setting).
• Be available talk to you to make sure that your child’s needs are being met appropriately. 
• Record some of your child’s achievements & next steps with short observations and photographs shared on Tapestry. 
• Monitor your child’s development and review your child’s progress at regular intervals with other staff members. 
• Plan extra exiting and fun activities that can help your child achieve their planned next steps in learning. 

Your child’s key worker does not shadow your child the all the time. Other staff will also play and work with your child. Your key person will be happy to talk to you at any time about your child’s learning and development.
